LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT

OF

MONICA ANN GELLER

I, MONICA ANN GELLER, also known as MONICA A. GELLER, of Thornton, Colorado, make this Will and revoke all previous Wills and Codicils.

ARTICLE I

STATEMENT OF FAMILY

I am not currently married and I have no living children.

ARTICLE II

TANGIBLE PERSONAL PROPERTY

Section 1.  Personal Memorandum.  I give my household goods, personal effects, and other articles of tangible personal property, together with any insurance policies covering such property and claims under such policies, in accordance with any memorandum directing the disposition of such property which I may leave at my death.


Section 2.  Contingent Distribution.  I give all of my tangible personal property not disposed of under Section 1 of this article in shares of substantially equal value to my brother, ROSS L. GELLER, and to my friend, JOEY A. TRIBBIANI, if they survive me, to be divided between them as they shall agree, or entirely to the survivor if only one of them is then living.  My Personal Representative may select the share for any person who is under any form of legal disability.  

ARTICLE III
REMAINDER OF ESTATE

I give all of the rest and remainder of the property owned by me at my death, excluding any property over which I might have a power of appointment, as described below.


a.  1234 Shady Lane Residence-  I currently own residential real property located at 1234 Shady Lane, Thornton, Colorado (the “Residence”) as a joint tenant with right of survivorship with ROSS L. GELLER.  If either ROSS or I die, the Residence will pass by operation of law to the surviving joint tenant.  If ROSS predeceases me and if I am the only owner of the Residence at my death, I give my entire interest in the Residence, if any, subject to encumbrances of record, to ROSS’ wife, PHOEBE N. GELLER, if ROSS and PHOEBE are married at his death, and if ROSS and PHOEBE are not married at his death, or if PHOEBE is not then living, I give my entire interest in the Residence to JOEY A. TRIBBIANI, if he is then living.  If ROSS and I die simultaneously, or if the Residence for any other reason does not pass by operation of law to the surviving joint tenant, I give my entire interest in the Residence, if any, subject to encumbrances of record, as follows: 75% to PHOEBE N. GELLER, if ROSS and PHOEBE are married at his death, and 25% to JOEY A. TRIBBIANI, or entirely to JOEY if ROSS and PHOEBE are not married at his death or if PHOEBE is not then living.  Any of the foregoing gifts of interests in the Residence that fail or lapse shall be added to the balance of the property divided in the following subsection b of this section and distributed pursuant to its provisions.  


b.  Balance of Property-  The balance of the remaining property owned by me at my death, or all of such property if I do not then own an interest in the Residence described in the previous subsection a of this section, shall be distributed as follows:  55% thereof to ROSS L. GELLER, and 45% thereof to JOEY A. TRIBBIANI, or entirely to the survivor of ROSS and JOEY if only one is then living.  If neither ROSS nor JOEY are then living, all of such property shall be distributed to my friend, CHANDLER R. BING, and if CHANDLER is not then living, to my mother, JUDY L. GELLER.


c.  Ultimate Distribution-  If at any time there is no person to receive all or any part of my property pursuant to the foregoing provisions of this article, I give such property to those persons who would be my heirs, other than creditors, had I died intestate at that time owning such property, as determined and in the proportions provided by the laws of Colorado, as such laws are in effect at the time of any distribution under this Will.

ARTICLE IV

POWERS OF FIDUCIARIES

Section 1.  General Powers.  My Personal Representative may perform every act reasonably necessary to administer my estate.  Specifically, my Personal Representative 

may acquire, retain, invest in, and manage any kind of real or personal property, without diversification or risk of unproductivity, and without limitation by statute or rule of law; sell, lease for any period, partition, exchange, assign, option, abandon, or otherwise dispose of real or personal property, publicly or privately, and without appraisal; borrow money and mortgage, pledge or otherwise encumber property; distribute in cash or kind or partly in each and without requiring pro rata distribution of specific property; hold property in the name of a nominee; and follow rules of accounting which are in accordance with normal accounting practices consistently applied.


Section 2.  Colorado Fiduciaries' Powers Act.  In addition to all of the above powers, my Personal Representative may exercise those powers conferred upon 

fiduciaries which are set forth in the Colorado Fiduciaries' Powers Act, together with any amendments to such Act subsequent hereto, and said Act as it exists at the date of the execution of this Will is incorporated herein by reference and made a part hereof as fully as if the same were set out at length herein.


Section 3.  Distributions.  My Personal Representative may distribute property from my estate directly to any beneficiary, or such property may be delivered to a beneficiary's guardian or conservator or any responsible adult with whom the beneficiary is residing, or such property may be distributed in any other manner permitted by law.  A receipt for any such distribution by the recipient shall fully discharge my Personal Representative.

ARTICLE V

TAX AND EXPENSE PROVISIONS

Section 1.  Payment of Debts and Expenses.  The expenses of my last illness, funeral, burial or cremation; legally enforceable claims against me or my estate; expenses of administering my estate; and allowances by court order for my dependants; shall be paid by my Personal Representative.


Section 2.  Payment of Death Taxes.  I direct that all estate, inheritance, and other death taxes imposed by reason of my death, with respect to property passing under my will or otherwise, including interest and penalties thereon, other than any 

generation-skipping tax, shall be paid out of my residuary estate as an expense of administration, without apportionment and without right of contribution from any person.  No payments under this article shall be made from property which is not included in my gross estate for federal tax purposes, or property which qualifies for the federal estate tax charitable deduction, or the proceeds of any qualified benefit plan.


Section 3.  Tax and Administrative Elections.  My Personal Representative may exercise any available elections under any applicable income, inheritance, estate, succession, or gift tax law.  This authority specifically includes the power to select any alternate valuation date for death tax purposes and the power to determine whether any or all of the administration expenses of my estate are to be used as estate tax deductions or income tax deductions, and no compensating adjustments need be made between income and principal as a result of such determinations unless my Personal Representative shall determine otherwise, in the sole discretion of my Personal Representative, or unless required by law.  My Personal Representative shall not be liable to any beneficiary of my estate for tax consequences occasioned by reason of the exercise of any such elections or by reason of the allocation and distribution of property in kind in full or partial satisfaction of any beneficiary's interest in my estate.

ARTICLE VI

APPOINTMENT OF FIDUCIARIES

Section 1.  Personal Representative.  I appoint ROSS L. GELLER as Personal Representative of my estate.  If ROSS predeceases me or is unwilling or unable to act for any reason, I appoint JOEY A. TRIBBIANI as Personal Representative of my estate.


Section 2.  Bond.  I request that no fiduciary named herein furnish bond unless demanded by law or court rule, in which event I desire that no surety be required thereon.

ARTICLE VII

SURVIVORSHIP

For purposes of this Will, any beneficiary shall be deemed to have predeceased me if such beneficiary dies within thirty days after the date of my death.

ARTICLE VIII

GENERAL PROVISIONS

Section 1.  Adopted and Afterborn Persons.  Persons who are legally adopted while they are under the age of eighteen years shall be treated for all purposes under this Will as though they were natural born children of their adopting parents.  A child in gestation who is later born alive shall be considered a child in being throughout the period of gestation.


Section 2.  Descendants.  The descendants of a person shall include all of his or her lineal descendants of all generations.  An adopted person, and all persons who are the descendants by blood or by legal adoption while under the age of eighteen years of such adopted person, shall be considered descendants of the adopting parent and the adopting parent's ancestors.


Section 3.  Per Stirpes Distributions.  Whenever a distribution is to be made to a person's descendants, per stirpes, the distributable property is to be divided into as many shares as there are, at the time such property is distributable, then living children of such person and then deceased children of such person who have left then living descendants, each then living child receiving one share and the share of each then deceased child being divided among such child's descendants in the same manner.


Section 4.  Construction.  Unless the context requires otherwise, words denoting the singular may be construed as denoting the plural, and words of the plural may be construed as denoting the singular, and words of one gender may be construed as denoting such other gender as is appropriate.
